California Dream Act 

 
The California Dream Act, comprising state laws AB 130 and AB 131, has extended eligibility for 
certain types of institutional and state aid to students. The legislation allows students who meet 
specified criteria to receive the California College Promise Grant (CCPG) and the Cal Grant. 
Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) students and AB 540students are also eligible for 
scholarships. 

 
Students who submit a California Dream Act Application are automatically considered for the 
CCPG, which waives the registration fee. Students can also apply separately using the CCPG 
application. This application is unrelated to the federal DACA program.

AB 540 California Nonresident Tuition Exemption 
 
California’s Assembly Bill 540 is a bill signed by Governor Gray Davis on October 12, 2001. This 
bill allows undocumented students who meet certain requirements including citizens, permanent 
residents, and undocumented students, may be eligible for an exemption from the nonresident 
tuition fee. Learn more by visiting the California Student Aid Commission.
